	The school was awarded the Gold Sports Award July 2020 and was frozen for the academic year 20/21. The school is on track for Gold again for the year 20-21 (application pending at the time of writing).

School has the Healthy Schools award 

Pupils took part in a wide variety of extra-curricular clubs and competitions this year, for example basketball, netball, street dance, archery, kayaking, football, cricket, dodgeball and more.

The Daily Mile is in all Key stage one classes and in y 3 and 4, pupils’ fitness, enjoyment in running and being more active lifestyle during the day has been observed. 
Wonderful wellies is established in Nursery and is timetabled weekly. Outdoor activity is encouraged in EYFs throughout the day with the increased outdoor continuous provision. 

The equipment cupboard was audited and various missing/out of date equipment was bought or replaced.

Continued yoga in EYFS and KS1 has been very successful. All pupils engaged in a physical activity weekly and many had not experienced this type of activity before. 

The PE specialist has implemented a new Scheme of Work and curriculum map for teachers to follow and led training to upskill teachers.
