Yoga with Caroline every Tuesday – We will continue to develop our core strength, listening skills and knowledge of yoga poses.
Gymnastics – unit 1.
Lesson 1. Rainforest Animals – To copy and create shapes with our bodies.

· We will develop our understanding of identifying the ‘missing part’ e.g. 3 and ? make 5.
· We will continue to develop our understanding of numbers 6,7 and 8 as ‘5 and a bit.’
· We will introduce the vocabulary odd and even.
· We will continue to practice ordering numbers and playing number track games.

Interim Reports, identifying and supporting individual needs and looking forward.
This term you will receive your child’s interim report.  This report is a quick ‘snapshot’ of the development your child has made so far and reflective of their ‘next steps’. The report shows two columns ‘Development Focus’ and ‘Appropriate knowledge/skills observed.’  Smiley faces in the ‘Development focus’ column indicate that we may offer your child additional support or extra opportunities to practice skills or demonstrate knowledge in this area, we may slightly adapt or provide additional resources to enable your child to complete activities, we may play alongside your child in specific areas where we feel they need encouragement and support with confidence. Where a smiley face is in the ‘Appropriate knowledge/skills observed’ this indicates that your child has demonstrated their understanding at a sufficient level and staff feel confident their knowledge, development and skills in this specific area are secure.

You will also see the following information at the top of the report ‘SEN Concern / My Plan / My Plan + / EHCP/ None’ This indicates the level of support we feel your child needs so good progress can be made.  SEN concern- We are carefully monitoring and assessing – additional support is beneficial to progress.  My plan – A specific set of targets have been identified and additional teaching (intervention) is necessary. My plan + - As My Plan but with added outside agency support e.g. speech and language
EHCP – A specific plan of teaching and learning is required to enable your child to make good progress. None – Staff are confident that good progress and development can be achieved through planned teaching, daily practice, and staff/child interactions.
Alongside your child’s report you will also receive a copy of the Early Learning Goals, which are the end assessment points for Reception Children and the EYFS programme of study.
