	Composition notation (Ancient Egypt)

TBAT represent the features of a piece of music using graphic notation, and colours, justifying their choices with reference to musical vocabulary. 

TBAT Develop confidence in using detailed musical vocabulary (related to the inter-related dimensions of music) to discuss and evaluate their own and others’ work. 

TBAT Compose a detailed piece of music from a given stimulus with voices, bodies and instruments (Remix, Colours, Stories, Drama). Improvising coherently within a given style. 

TBAT Use staff notation to record rhythms and melodies.

TBAT Select discuss and refine musical choices both alone and with others, using musical vocabulary with confidence.

TBAT Suggest and demonstrate improvements to own and others’ work. 

TBAT Sing songs in two or more parts, in a variety of musical styles from memory, with accuracy, fluency, control and expression.

TBAT Work as a group to perform a piece of music, adjusting dynamics and pitch according to a graphic score, keeping in time with others and communicating with the group. 

TBAT Combine rhythmic patterns (ostinato) into a multi-layered composition using all the inter-related dimensions of music to add musical interest.
