Part A: Pupil premium strategy plan 
Statement of intent 
	When making decisions about the use of Pupil Premium funding, it is essential to consider the specific context of our school community and the barriers to learning faced by our disadvantaged pupils. Our approach is informed by robust evidence, including guidance and research from the Education Endowment Foundation (EEF), to ensure that chosen strategies are effective, sustainable and represent best value for money.
Disadvantaged pupils may face a range of barriers which can impact their ability to thrive academically and socially. These can include limited support at home, underdeveloped language and communication skills, reduced confidence and self-esteem, behaviour regulation difficulties, and issues related to attendance and punctuality. In some cases, pupils may also experience complex family or social circumstances which further affect engagement with learning. These challenges are diverse and interlinked, and we recognise that there is no “one size fits all” solution.
Our Objectives
Our overarching aim is to ensure that all pupils, regardless of disadvantage, are supported to achieve their full potential. Specifically, we are committed to:
· Narrowing the attainment gap between disadvantaged pupils and their non-disadvantaged peers
· Ensuring all disadvantaged pupils make at least expected progress, with many exceeding national expectations
· Supporting pupils’ wellbeing, mental health and readiness to learn, enabling full and meaningful access to the curriculum
Our Strategic Approach
We seek to achieve these objectives through a targeted, needs-led approach that prioritises high-quality teaching and responsive provision:
· Ensuring teaching and learning consistently meet the needs of all pupils, with a strong focus on quality-first teaching
· Making appropriate and timely provision for pupils identified as vulnerable, ensuring their academic, social and emotional needs are accurately assessed and addressed
· Recognising that not all pupils eligible for Free School Meals are socially disadvantaged, and equally that not all socially disadvantaged pupils are eligible for Free School Meals
· Retaining the flexibility to allocate Pupil Premium funding to any pupil or group of pupils the school has legitimately identified as being socially disadvantaged
· Allocating funding based on a thorough needs analysis, identifying priority classes, groups or individuals. Due to finite resources, not all eligible pupils will receive targeted interventions simultaneously
Achieving Our Objectives
The range of provision considered and implemented by Governors to support disadvantaged pupils includes, but is not limited to:
· Ensuring consistently good or better teaching across the school, recognising that high-quality teaching has the greatest impact on pupil outcomes
· Strategic deployment of staffing, including smaller group sizes where appropriate, to enhance personalised support and accelerate progress
· Allocation of an Enhanced Teaching Assistant to provide targeted ‘catch-up’ support within year groups, focusing on addressing gaps in learning
· 1:1 and small-group interventions where specific needs are identified
· Additional teaching and learning opportunities delivered by trained Teaching Assistants or external specialist agencies
· All Pupil Premium-funded provision focused on accelerating progress and enabling pupils to reach at least age-related expectations
· Targeted resources and interventions to support more able disadvantaged pupils to achieve and exceed age-related expectations
· Financial support for educational visits, enrichment activities and residential experiences, ensuring equity of access and enabling pupils to develop meaningful real-world experiences that enhance classroom learning
· A strong emphasis on enrichment, both in and out of school, to support wider development, engagement and wellbeing
· Behaviour and pastoral support, including intensive intervention for pupils and families identified as vulnerable or in need of additional support
· Access to extra-curricular opportunities, such as music tuition and specialist-led sessions
· A sustained focus on improving attendance and punctuality for disadvantaged pupils, recognising attendance as a key driver of achievement

This is influenced by individual family circumstances, the lasting impact of Covid-19, socio-economic disadvantage, rurality, and limited local infrastructure and opportunities.

	Disadvantaged pupils demonstrate lower attendance rates, often linked to reduced parental engagement and, in some cases, a low perceived value of education and regular school attendance.

	5 
	Parental engagement is challenging for some families, with parents experiencing their own barriers (including time, confidence, literacy, mental health or wider family pressures), limiting their capacity to support learning at home. As a result, available opportunities for support and engagement are not always accessed.

	Pupils’ aspirations can be limited by local context, including reduced exposure to a wide range of careers, limited access to skilled or professional role models, and a perception of restricted future employment opportunities within the local area.
