	 Pupils are developing core strength and skills in a controlled manner, they have developed breathing techniques and balance. These are transferable to other sporting and physical activities. Wellbeing and self-regulation has been an additional positive impact for the pupils.

Multi sports, netball, football and yoga have all been popular sports clubs and on offer during the year. Parents have not had to pay and pupils have been active outside of the school hours.  Pupils who have not participated in sports clubs and do not join clubs out of school were targeted. 

Pupils have had experience of numerous sports which they have not experienced previously. Engaged pupils in sports who had not participated or thought of trying before. Some children have taken up new sports outside of school following the experiences 

Pupils more active in PE sessions and can link skills taught across the PE curriculum. 

Staff are increasingly confident in teaching PE, understand the progression in lessons and across a unit of lessons. Ability to assess PE has increased due to the support the scheme provides and the increased knowledge of staff through CPD. 

Number of pupils who were identified as less active participating in activities / representing the school eg panathlon/ send sports/ train and walk session etc 

Pupils have experienced an increase of sports and then can continue to develop an interest in these in school holidays eg camp run Whitsun holiday who introduced the children to fencing in school.

Pupils physically active with members of the school community, digging, pushing and pulling etc physically active without being a specific sport.

3 days a year sports coach delivers a range of sports not unusually available to pupils to widen experiences of sports.


PE Scheme of Work
Continued access to Get Set 4 PE which matched coaching mentoring and support ensures a progressive, well‑sequenced curriculum tailored to class and individual needs. Curriculum mapping supports skills progression and assessment.
Increased Curriculum PE Time
All pupils from Nursery to Year 6 receive 2 hours of PE per week, delivered jointly by the PE Coach and class teacher.
Active Playtimes & Lunchtimes
A dedicated Play Leader facilitates structured physical activity at lunchtime. Wellbeing Buddies support peer‑led activity ideas shared across KS1 and KS2.
Active Travel Promotion
The PE Lead and staff support events that promote active pupils travel to school and promotes walking, cycling and scooting using Class Dojo rewards and challenges. E.g. Big walk and wheel fortnight. 
Pupil Voice & Club Development
Pupil voice inform after‑school sports provision. Provision is adjusted to reflect pupil interests and ensure high engagement.

Strength Squad started – addressing key pupils specific needs and making them active.
	Teachers are gaining invaluable experience and confidence teaching PE and therefore have a sustainable and long-term impact on the students and their own teaching. 
Teaching staff are being up-skilled by the ‘Coach and the PE Coordinator’ enabling them to teach high-quality PE. Pupils are allocated 2 hours of PE per week, led by the Coach and the class teacher.
Children with high needs are being catered for in an inclusive approach. Sensory breaks and movement breaks built into the day – all pupils accessing when needed. Pupils are more active and this enables them to focus then on learning. Staff have received raining and resources to be able to use this approach. 
All pupils are demonstrating more positive play at break and lunch. More freedom across playgrounds and older pupils engaging the younger in play. All are more active – younger and the older – who would be sat chatting are now physically active. Pupils are encouraged to be imaginative and use different equipment or areas of playground – games are being shared. 


Pupils have provided photos of achievement and sports talent outside of school, we have used this to inspire others and have signposted parents to out of ours sporting activities - increasing activity for more pupils. Children felt encouraged to take up new sports and were inspired. New links were formed with different sporting organisations outside school.
 

All pupils aspire to participate in the varied sports and activities. They see the display and talk about PE in other year groups and what they can not wait to be ‘doing’. 

Children talk more confidently about PE and what they have learnt using correct vocabulary. 

Celebration assemblies and on platforms- raises the profile for all. Celebrating participation across the school. More pupils wish to take part. 
Sharing the links from school games with parents – raising the profile that sport is for all.  

Encouraging pupils to walk, scoot and bike to school- positive impact and take up from pupils and parents. 
Increase in pupil activity – noticeably improved readiness in class – pupils active before start of the day. 

A more cross curricular link for healthy wellbeing. 
Children have learnt about the importance of a healthy diet and felt more confident in knowing what a healthier meal choice would look like. 

Children are aware that their mental health is as important as their physical health. They know some strategies to help cope in difficult situations.


Pupils can use relaxation and well being techniques through out the day in and out of school. – supporting well being of whole child. Developing core strength and flexibility pupils able to sit better and engage core. 

Strength squad – made working on core strength – cool
Seen improvement in handwriting and position in sitting and movement 
Increased fitness levels of the pupils- pupils state they can do more. Improved confidence in these pupils to participate and have a go – sports may not have been their first choice and we see these pupils engaged and enjoying physical activity
